ôVictoria Starõ in a previous life was Sydney ferry ôLady 
McKellõ. In this guise she transported millions around the 
harbor and was a three times winner of the Great Sydney 
Ferry race. With no expense spared she has been         
transformed to a luxury pleasure cruiser to sail on Port 
Phillip Bay. She features large upper and lower decks, with 
areas of both indoor and outdoor seating, plus fully       
licensed bar with light refreshments. 

The ôGeelong Flyerõ is part of ôThe Vintage Trainõ, fully 
restored by Steamrail as an important part of Victoriaõs rail 
heritage. Our Steam locomotives are all coal fired and date 
from 1903 to 1952, while the carriages range from 1906 
vintage. The train features, beautiful timberwork, walk 
through corridors, comfortable compartment style seating, 
licensed bar and kiosk, and toilets and washrooms. All rail 
seating is reserved.
